In some
ways, it argues that ethics is the first philosophy. Emmanuel
Levinas, Albert Camus, and Luce Irigaray are the primary
influences on this essay, but the work of Paul Ricoeur cannot
be ignored as important to the overall understanding of the
work. The general thesis is that Otherness forms the ground of
my identity, to the extent that I am Other to myself, and that
this aspect of my own Otherness is precisely the ground on
which self-consciousness becomes possible. Ethical
implications spring from the very roots of this thesis and are
acknowledged throughout the essay as being of central
importance to any plausible theory of the human person....
